The Northern Ireland Office has announced services for victims of trafficking to begin from 1 April 2009, to coincide with the coming into force in the UK of the of the Council of Europe’s Convention on Action against Trafficking of Human Beings, ratified on 17 December 2008. The provision is a partnership between the Police Service of Northern Ireland (PSNI), the Women’s Aid Federation of Northern Ireland and the Migrant Helpline. Support will include secure accommodation, health care, counselling, living expenses, legal aid and language support.
